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The second outreach workshop for the California Geospatial Framework Draft Data Plan was
held on Wednesday, May 10, 2006 at USGS offices in Sacramento. The NSDI data themes were
presented as potential California-centric themes and participants were asked to allocate their five
selection votes among their top choices.

The majority of the twenty workshop participants who signed in came from state agencies.
However, federal, local/regional, and private interests had some representation.

Based on participant voting (funding allocation), several data themes emerged as clear
contenders as California-centric themes: Street Addressing, Flood Hazards, Vegetation, Utilities,
Public Land Conveyance (patent) Records, Wetlands, and Geologic. Three themes overlapped
with the choices from the first workshop: Street Addressing, Utilities and Vegetation.

See Figure 1 for the total votes for each potential California-centric theme for the second
workshop. Figures 2 — 5 show the number of votes from local/regional, state, federal, and
private interests, respectively. Figure 6 shows the number of votes for the framework data
themes.
